MARIE S. CURIE FRIAS COFUND FELLOWSHIPS (FCFP)

Descripcion: The University of Freiburg, one of the strongest research
universities in Germany and member of LERU (the League of European
Research Universities), offers a fellowship programme, the Marie S. Curie
"FRIAS COFUND Fellowship Programme (FCFP)”. About 25 incoming or
reintegration fellows per year (juniors and seniors) from all disciplines are
given the opportunity of spending three to twelve months working on their
own research project at the university’s research college, the Freiburg
Institute for Advanced Studies (FRIAS). All fellows funded by the FCFP
distinguish themselves by qualifying as Marie S. Curie Fellows. The university
welcomes top researchers from abroad to give their input to its scholarly
community, both in terms of research expertise and benefitting the
university’s vibrant research culture and diversity.

The current call invites applications for fellowships for the academic year
2021/22. Application deadline is 30 September, 2020. Successful applicants
will conduct their fellowship between September 2021 and September 2022,

Since its inauguration in 2008, more than 550 fellows have stayed at FRIAS.
The Institute supports internationally outstanding researchers with
academically excellent and innovative research projects through individual or
group fellowships. FRIAS unites research in the humanities and social
sciences, the natural and life sciences, engineering and medicine. Both the
University of Freiburg and FRIAS take pride in a specific institutional culture
that encourages and supports exchange and collaboration. It is the
philosophy of FRIAS to support the career development of its fellows by
integrating them into ambitious research communities here in Freiburg, as
well as by supporting the international network of FRIAS fellows and alumni.

The Marfe S. Curie FCFP is intended for current or future leaders in their
fields. The fellowships are awarded through a highly competitive, strictly
merit-based selection process (expected success rate: ~20% of eligible
applications). Applications are invited from academics of all nationalities.
Note, however, that applicants may not have resided or carried out their
main activity (work, studies etc.) in Germany for more than 12 months in
the three years immediately preceding the call deadline. Compulsory
national service and/or short stays such as holidays are not taken into
account.
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For the fellows, the programme offers outstanding research opportunities,
not only in the research environment of an internationally highly competitive
university, but also with the added advantage of being part of a community
of fellows from different disciplines at FRIAS. Furthermore, they receive
support for research mobility and become more familiar with the German
and Upper Rhine research landscapes, thus enhancing their opportunities for
continuing their career in the heart of Europe.

The Marie S. Curie FCFP is co-financed by the European Union through the
Horizon 2020 research and innovation programme "Marie Skfodowska-Curie
Action, People, Co-funding of regional, national and international programs
(COFUND)" and the state of Baden-Wurttemberg.

Requisitos: In order to be eligible, candidates must fulfill all of (1) the
formal eligibility criteria and (2) the basic academic quality criteria.

1. Formal eligibility criteria

Applicants must be in possession of a doctoral degree at the time of the
application deadline;

Junior scheme. completed PhD plus one to six years post-doctoral
experience at the time of the application deadline (Time off for family or
medical reasons or non-academic professional activities is not counted
towards these six years, the effective elapsed time Is calculated in
accordance with the ERC Standard Eligibility Conditions)

Senior scheme: completed PhD plus a minimum of six years post-
doctoral research experience or a tenured professorship or equivalent
permanent position at the time of the application deadline.

Mobility rule: Researchers from all countries are eligible for the Marie S.
Curie FCFP; however, applicants may not have resided or have carried out
their main activity (work, studies, etc) in Germany for more than 12 months
in the 3 years immediately preceding the call deadline. Compulsory national
service andyor short stays such as holidays are not taken into account.
Applicants must submit the complete application dossier by the specified
deadline. Incomplete or late applications will not be considered. Formatting
rules have to be observed. Page limits may not be exceeded. The proposal
must meet the standards of academic English in international research.
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Applicants must propose a research project that can be supported at the
University of Freiburg (refers to infrastructural, technical and laboratory
requirements, especially in the experimental sciences). Prior to submission
of the application, experimental scientists are required to identify a host
laboratory in Freiburg where their research project can be carried out.

The research project must not be engaged with topics that are excluded
from EU funding due to ethical issues.

2. Basic academic guality criteria
Minimum requirements for publication record:

Natural sciences/medicine/engineering.
Junior scheme: 3 publications since 1 January 2017
Senior scheme: 10 publications since 1 January 2015
Listed in Web of Knowledge (Thomson Reuters).

Humanities and social sciences.

Junior scheme. 5 publications since 1 January 2017

Senior scheme: 10 publications since 1 January 2015
In peer-reviewed, internationally recognised journals, or chapters in peer-
reviewed edited volumes, or peer-reviewed monographs (counted as three
publications).

Textbooks, reprints, book reviews and editorial publications as well as
submitted manuscripts not accepted for publication before the application
deadline do not count. Proof of acceptance is required for accepted
manuscripts. Time off for family, medical reasons or non-academic
professional activities will not be counted as part of the relevant period (the
effective elapsed time is calculated in accordance with the ERC Standard
Eligibility Conditions).

Applicants from the disciplines mathematics and engineering may request to
be exempted from this requirement but must then provide additional

evidence that their research output is high. A decision concerning such a
request will be taken on an individual basis.

Minimum requirements regarding the international mobility of the candidate.
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Depending on the length of career, the applicant’s development as
evidenced by the CV should meet today’s standards of international mobility
or indicate some other sign of international involvement.

Junior scheme: The applicant must have undertaken at least one
academic stay of minimally two months duration abroad during the
undergraduate, graduate, doctoral or postdoctoral phase.

Senior scheme: The applicant must have spent at least two international
research stays (each of at least two months duration) at international
Institutions during or after the doctoral phase.

Requirements regarding the internationality of the project:

The project should not be of local interest only, but should have sufficient
potential for international transfer.

There is no age limit for applying to the Marie S. Curie FRIAS COFUND
Fellowship Programme although the candidates’ achievements should be in
line with their “academic age’.

Within the Marie S. Curie FCFP FRIAS offers one Junior Fellow scheme and
two Senior Fellow schemes. The conditions for both Junior and Senior
Fellows are internationally highly competitive.

1. Junior Fellowships:

All FCFP Junior Fellowships include a full time employment contract with the
University of Freiburg, valid for the duration of the fellowship. As part of
their employment contract with the University of Freiburg, all Junior Fellows
are covered by national insurance (unemployment, pension, health and
accident insurance). The health insurance is comprehensive and does not
discriminate against individuals with pre-existing health conditions. The
pension insurance scheme can be transferred to many countries within
Europe, and the unemployment insurance can be claimed in the event that
no source of employment can be found immediately after the fellowship
comes to an end.

A researcher in the junior scheme receives approximately 4,600 € per month
pre-tax (depending on personal premises around 30-35 % for tax and
mandatory contributions to social security will be deducted). This translates
to salary costs of 5,800 € per month for the employer (the difference stems
from additional employer payments into social security insurances). Fellows
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accompanied by at least one child receive an additional monthly family
allowance of 250 € which will be added to their salary and included in the
employment contract. Fellows with children receive additional financial
support through state child benefits (Kindergeld). A mobility allowance of
125 € per month covers relocation costs.

2. Senior Fellowships:

The regular option (1) for Senior Fellows includes a full professorial salary,
while the second scheme applies to those fellows who come to Freiburg on
paid leave (2) and continue to receive their full salary from the home
institution and only require coverage of the additional costs of the fellowship
stay in Freiburg.

(1) Regular scheme

Fellows in the senior scheme are typically employed as guest professors
owing to their higher level of academic expertise. The guest professorship is
a formal employment contract with the University of Freiburg, valid for the
duration of the fellowship. By signing an employment contract with the
University of Freiburg, all fellows are covered by national insurance
(unemployment, pension, health and accident insurance).

A Senior Fellow in this regular scheme receive approximately 7,000 € per
month pre-tax (depending on personal premises about 30-35 % for tax and
mandatory contributions to social security will be deducted). Fellows
accompanied by at least one child receive an additional monthly family
allowance of 250 € (and additional state child benefits). A mobility allowance
of 125 € per month covers relocation costs. This salary is based on the
official pay scale for university professors in the State of Baden-
Wiirttemberg, level W3.

However, to optimally promote international mobility, it is often beneficial for
the researcher to remain under contract with the home university without
interruption (and maintain social security arrangements). In this case, FRIAS
offers the option to transfer the above mentioned fellowship costs to the
home institution. The home institution must provide evidence of
employment costs up to an amount of 7,900 € per month (incl. VAT) of a
full-time contract, and of a comprehensive social security coverage for the
duration of the fellowship.

(2) On paid leave scheme
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Those fellows who have a full-time contract (incl. a comprehensive social
security coverage) and continuously receive their full salary from their home
institution receive an additional contract as a guest professor at the
University of Freiburg to compensate them for the extra costs of their stay in
Freiburg. This should cover extra costs for their stay abroad, the rent of an
apartment and additional expenses for health insurance in Germany. Hence,
a senior fellow in this “on paid leave scheme” receives 3,050 € per month
pre-tax plus the family allowance of 250 € per month (if applicable). A
mobility allowance of 125 € per month covers relocation costs.

These issues are clarified in depth with successful applicants for Senior
Fellowships. The question of possible financial contributions by the home
institution is raised where appropriate (e.g. Iif the regular salary of the
successful applicant is higher than the salary offered under this scheme, or if
a paid leave of absence (sabbatical) covers part of the fellowship period).
However, it is important to stress that the selection process is conducted
without any consideration of financial issues.

Addiitional financial support for fellows and their professional work

Under all fellowship schemes, the fellows will be allocated a research budget
of up to 1,050 € per month (experimental sciences) or 450 € per month
(social and theoretical sciences) to cover conference participation (travel,
fees, accommodation), research assistants, publication costs, literature,
databases and lab consumables. All fellows will have at their disposal a
budget of 150 € per month for individual training and a travel allowance. In
accordance with state travel regulations, the travel allowance covers the
costs of the inbound and outbound journey as well as of one extra
homeward journey for uninterrupted fellowship stays of seven months or
longer.

Application Materials
Candidates apply exclusively through the online application portal (senior
scheme, junior scheme).

Applicants complete and submit the application form. After sending the
application form they need to register. After registration they can edit the
application form, upload the required annexes as detailed below and
complete the ethical issues questionnaire. All required documents should be
in pdf format. After final submission of the documents the applicants will
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receive an acknowledgement of receipt . To view the application data and
documents the applicants log in their application portal account.

The following materials (in English) are required to submit the application:
Formatting: font Arial, 11 pt, line spacing 1.5, all margins 2.5 cm.
