Why Bamboo?

Bamboo has one of the highest growth rates in the
world: it fixes 3 soils, prevent erosion and increase
infiltration of wto 4 times more carbon dioxide (CO2)
from the atmosphere than other trees, with the
ability to filter contaminated water, regenerate ater.

Bamboo is known as “vegetable steel” for its
resistance to torsion and compression, unique among
woods, great durability, high calorific value and high
energy per unit of weight.
