Introduction

The meeting aims to enhance awareness of nuclear security detection operations in the region, including
a review of recent case studies and interdictions of nuclear or other radioactive material, as well as to
develop participants' capacity to conduct nuclear security operations within their respective countries.

Objectives

The meeting will bring together experts in detection and response to nuclear security events from Latin
American countries, to promote sharing of good practices, review of recent case studies, and networking
to promote regional cooperation in nuclear security detection operations.
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Target Audience

Participants for this event should work primarily in front line organizations within their countries
(Customs, Border Guard, Police, First Responders), and should be familiar with nuclear security
detection operations in their country. Participants should also be members of the Front Line Officer
Network Working Group for the region.
