Introduction

Reduction or prevention of medical errors in radiotherapy and therapeutic radionuclide therapy is one
of the goals of incident learning systems. The Safety in Radiation Oncology (SAFRON) incident
learning system is one such system that has contributed to the increased awareness of potential errors
in these modalities. The Technical Meeting will increase the awareness of other efforts in the use of
incident learning systems from around the world. In addition to national, regional and international
systems, some radiotherapy and nuclear medicine facilities manage their own internal incident
learning system. The meeting will allow them to share their experiences with incident learning
systems and improvements in both patient safety and the quality of treatments. One area that has not
been adequately captured in the incident learning systems is the required reporting to the regulatory
authority. SAFRON has 5 regulatory authorities that have added events to SAFRON for the purposes
of sharing and learning, it is believed that more would if there was a dedicated portal for Member
States to provide this information.

Objectives

The objectives of this event are to facilitate an exchange of ideas on the effectiveness and value of
incident learning systems, to identify opportunities to improve incident learning systems and to share
with others techniques that might be helpful in promoting and using incident learning systems, to
improve safety and quality in radiotherapy and nuclear medicine.
